Classical Premillennialism

Christ will return before the millennium and physically rule on the earth.
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Pretribulational Premillennialism (Dispensationalism)

Christ will return a first time (before the tribulation) to rapture the saints and then return a second time
(before the millennium) and physically rule on earth.
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Postmillennialism

The Church will experience more and more success with the Gospel until the world is converted, and

then Christ will return, the saints will be resurrected, and Satan will be thrown into hell, and there will
be a new heaven and earth..
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Amillennialism (Inaugurated Millennium)

The Kingdom is now, and Satan's power has been greatly diminished because King Jesus is the ultimate
Sovereign. There will be an increase in tribulation until the Lord physically returns and then resurrects
the saints, judges the unrepentant, casts Satan into hell, and creates a new heaven and earth.
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
